LESSON FOUR

BIG IDEA (enduring understanding)

Colors are essential to life.

Primary Colors are the basis for all other colors.

Colors can be combined to create other colors.

Essential Questions

Why is color important to everyone and the world around us?

How can colors protect and help animals?

Materials needed:

Pictures of animals

Camouflage PowerPoint

Process for Instruction (outline of activities)

1. Continue to discuss colors and review terms.  Talk about colors and how we can produce different colors.  Discuss places where they can see a lot of color.  Re-emphasize that colors are everywhere, and are so important to the world around us. 

2. Review the three primary colors -- colors that are made without being mixed with another color.  Remind students that these colors are building blocks for all other colors.  (Red, Yellow, Blue or Magenta, Yellow, and Cyan).

3. United Streaming: Art Education: Color in Art
4. Share Camouflage books

5. Discuss camouflage and show PowerPoint

6. Introduce Camouflage activity.

*  Go through old science or nature magazines in search of cool pictures of animals, insects or reptiles. Choose one of the pictures and carefully cut away the background so that only the animal remains.

    * Next, glue the picture on a similar color of construction paper. Decide whether you will use general resemblance or special resemblance to camouflage your animal.

    * Then create an environment that your animal will feel safe to be in. You can use colored markers, colored construction paper and/or textures cut from magazine illustrations to create your animal's habitat.

· When your picture is finished, show it to a family member, classmate or friend to see if they can easily find the animal in your picture.

7. Students finishing early can browse different books on camouflage.
