9:20:  Be seated at the rocker and the students will begin gathering at the carpet.

Take attendance.  Show the student cards in the basket next to the rocker and students will raise their hand when they are present. Take lunch count “How many students do not have a lunch in their back pack and will be going through the lunch line?”  Record that number and put outside the door in the attendance envelop.

9:30:  Ask the students  “Molecules, what would you like me to know on Tuesday, September 20, 2005?”   

Morning Message:  Please create and have students read with you.  

Ask students to look at the Counting Tape and ask ” or “What day of school is it?” Also ask “what color comes next in the counting tape pattern” .  The student who has their hand up and offers the correct answer may come up and record the number and add to the counting tape. The pad is next to the rocker in the green caddy. 

Tally Mark:  Invite a student to add another tally mark and then count by 5’s.

Modeled Writing:  ** Mrs. Vasquez will model

Tell a story about something important to you.  Use a new sheet of paper and think out loud while you write in your journal.  Start with the date.  (I use the 1/2 size pad for my journal.  It is behind the isle. If you use the big black clips your journal will stay in place)



Think out loud about:

•Where you start your sentence and when you should go down to the next line?




•How you start your sentence?




•How does your sentence end?

“Writer, are you ready to write!”

Student should work quietly and respectfully.  Please make a note in the student’s log of those kids working hard.  Let them know that you will be talking with me and letting me know all the kids who do an awesome job.

10:30 – 11:30 Language Rotation 

VV: Mrs. V will do a rhyming activity

Mary:  name writing activity.  Please explain the where the letters begin on the white board easel.  Have students do each letter together on the activity sheet. One the bottom line, have students write: My name is ____.

12:30:  Brainstorm with students, “what is a community?”  “What is a community Helper” This is review, so hopefully students will respond. Show students the book page: A Fireman can help us_____________.  Share with students that they will be creating a class book to be placed in the class library. 

1:00 – 1:45 Take students to the Investigation Station

1:50 – 2:30: Show students the Shapes activity sheet.  Show them the chart paper that instructs them what color to color all the shapes. They will cut out their shapes and design a picture. Tell them they can add other colors with crayons to their picture…  (House, sun, flowers, water, clouds….)

2:30:  Hand out Take Home folders and have students get their pack back and put under their table and line up.

2:40: Take student to Art. You will stay with them, while Mrs. V remains in the classroom. 

3:30: Return to the classroom. You will take the Bus Riders to the buses.  Stay outside to make sure students are on the correct bus.  They know what bus they ride.
